The objectives of the programme are:

Enhancing students’ confidence and motivation in English reading and writing
Enabling students to use self-regulated reading and writing strategies as well as e-
learning resources/tools during the before, while and after learning stages
Connecting reading and writing to better improve students’ English writing
Creating opportunities for students to learn 21% century skills (critical thinking,
creativity and collaboration) through collaborative learning activities

Enhancing students’ English competence through e-learning resources/tools

Programme
Content

For each school, the 4-hour programme is divided into two sessions, Session 1 (2

hours) and Session 2 (2 hours), conducted on two consecutive school days.

Session 1 (2 hours)

Getting ready to write

Participating students:

Read and analyse reading texts of a specific theme.

Learn and practice self-regulated reading and writing strategies/graphic
organisers in different stages of writing: before, while and after.

Engage in learning tasks which develop their self-regulation and 21 century

skills, enhanced with e-learning resources/tools.

Session 2 (2 hours)

Experiencing the three writng stages

Participating students:

Write a one-sided argumentative article related to the chosen theme using self-
regulated writing strategies during the ‘Before’, ‘While’ and ‘After’ writing
stages in pairs using Google Docs.

Do peer and self-evaluation.

Diversity

To cater for learner diversity, the following measures are adopted:

For the main reading text of each theme, there will be two versions: Level 1
(average) and Level 2 (more difficult).

Participating schools can choose the theme and the level that are suitable for the
interest and language abilities of their students.

Graded learning materials, with more language support, are available if needed.
Differentiated self-regulated reading and writing strategies/21 century skills will

be introduced according to students’ language proficiency.




The programme will be conducted in 30 secondary schools.
