Session 2 (2 hours) 

Verbal and Non-verbal delivery skills 

Participants will: 

 practise tone of voice, hand posture and body language; and 

 develop public speaking styles, incorporating the use of rhetorical devices and 
humor to enhance the message, 

Session 3 (2 hours) 

Impromptu speech and practise 

Participants will: 

 develop strategies for formulating thoughts under pressure; and 

 practise impromptu speech using topics from speech contest.

To facilitate learner diversity, the following measures are adopted: 

 Public speaking enhancement training is structured into catering specifically at two 
divisions: Junior Division (S1-S3) and Senior Division (S4-S6). 

 A differentiated level of training will be delivered according to the students’ 
division.
