(checking/taking) the girl’s temperature Some children are carrying their school
crying loudly bags on their back.

going to school happily The girl is holding her grandmother’s
helping the boy to change his shoes hand.

patting the boy’s head The grandmother is taking the girl to
playing with his friend school.
